v" University-wide general education courses (with the exception of GENED390, World of Ideas) are satisfied with
completion of an AA or an AS degree from MCC. Students should remind UW-Whitewater advisors that they have
earned the associate degree to ensure they are not needlessly advised into general education courses. Students
who do not earn the AA or the AS before transferring will need to complete specific UW-Whitewater general
education courses. (Please note that there are specific general education courses required for licensure. They are
included in the recommended courses below.)
