From April 8 through 19, all artwork is hanging in Epping Gallery, artspace144, and the Student Galleries, just beyond the MCC Café. Participating high schools in this juried show are Cary-Grove, Crystal Lake Central, Crystal Lake South, Dundee-Crown, Huntley, Harry D.
