 MCC Student Awards Recap 
The 2026 Student Awards Ceremony was held on Monday, April 13, with approximately 309 guests in attendance. There was a tremendous amount of faculty support, with 50 nominations received from 30 academic departments. Across all categories, there were a total of 136 student nominees, 148 awards given, and two student organizations recognized. Of the student nominees, eight were nominated for at least two awards, and two students were nominated for three awards.

 Celebrating MCC Employees at 2026 Awards Ceremony 
MCC’s 2026 Employee Awards and Reception took place on Tuesday, April 21. This annual celebration honors all that makes MCC special, recognizing employee milestones such as Years of Service, Newly Tenured Faculty, Retirees, and the announcement of our Values in Action Award recipients. The event program with a list of employees recognized was shared with the Board. 

FY 2027 Community Project Funding Update
Community Project Funding (CPF) allows members of Congress to request funding for projects that
provide benefit to area communities and their citizens. On Friday, April 17, Congressman Foster notified
the College that he submitted the following CPF request to the House Appropriations Committee for
FY 2027:

MCC Learning Commons ($2,000,000) – With this final phase of renovation, McHenry County
College will modernize its library space into a dynamic Learning Commons. This comprehensive
facility represents a fundamental shift from a traditional repository of books into an innovative
learning hub designed to meet the evolving needs of 21st century students and the community.

LIMITED TAX REFUNDING DEBT CERTIFICATES, SERIES 2026, OF THE DISTRICT, FOR THE PURPOSE OF REFUNDING CERTAIN OUTSTANDING DEBT CERTIFICATES OF THE DISTRICT, EVIDENCING THE RIGHTS TO PAYMENT UNDER AN INSTALLMENT PURCHASE AGREEMENT, PROVIDING FOR THE SECURITY FOR AND MEANS OF PAYMENT UNDER SAID AGREEMENT OF SAID CERTIFICATES, AND AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF SAID CERTIFICATES TO THE PURCHASER THEREOF.
Motion: Move that the Board of Trustees approves a resolution authorizing and directing the issue of not to exceed $5,700,000 refunding debt certificates, Series 2026, of Community College District No. 528, counties of McHenry, Kane, Lake, and Boone and State of Illinois and the execution of an escrow agreement in connection with the issue of the refunding debt certificates. Questions and discussion followed. Trustee Allen motioned; Trustee Reinhard seconded. Motion approved.
