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Transfer guides are produced as a service to MCC students. Every effort is made to maintain up-to-date and accurate
information; however, this information is subject to change. Such changes take precedence over the information on this
guide. Students should work with an MCC advisor and the four-year transfer school. Responsibility for complying with all
applicable requirements ultimately rests with the student.

EIU’s Early Childhood Education licensure program is offered through the College of Education & Professional Studies. The B.S.
in Early Childhood Education leads to teacher licensure with an Early Childhood endorsement (birth through grade 2).
Graduates are employed as teachers in pre-primary and primary classrooms as well as private preschool centers. The program
is accredited by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE).

Transfer Options

e Guaranteed Admission to the University at time of transfer under following conditions: high school graduate,
minimum of 24 transferable semester credit hours, minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA, general education and major-
related coursework completed that is required for admission to the intended EIU baccalaureate program, good
standing at community college
o Eligible for admission to the EIU Honors Program with a 3.5 transferable cumulative GPA
o Academic advising from MCC academic advisors and EIU transfer support staff
o Clear path to select degree programs
o Steps to Participate- Submit Participation Form found on EIU’s Transfer Admissions website at least one year in

advance of first semester at EIU.

e Completion of the AA degree or the lllinois Articulation Initiative General Education Core Curriculum (IAl GECC)
prior to transfer is strongly recommended but not required.

e General Education — Completion of one of the following transfer options satisfies EIU’s general education
requirements for transfer students. Note: Early Childhood Education majors require specific general education
coursework, in addition to a course in cultural diversity and American National Government (see education plan on
this guide).

- 1Al GECC
- Associate in Arts (AA) or Associate in Science (AS)

e For students who transfer prior to completing an AA or AS degree or the IAI core:

- EIU credit can be transferred back to MCC for completion of a baccalaureate-oriented associates degree.
- |Al core may be completed at EIU by taking EIU-approved IAl courses.

- 24 or more transfer semester hours —2.0 cumulative GPA based on ALL college-level work attempted and a 2.0
cumulative GPA from last institution attended
- Fewer than 24 transfer semester hours — 2.0 cumulative GPA on all college-level work attempted and from last
institution attended and meet freshmen admission requirements.
